

















District No. 3 will manage, implement and coordinate the financing, acquisition,
construction, completion, operation and maintenance of the Improvements, some of
which will be transferred to the City, and the provision of related services within and
without the boundaries of the Districts in accordance with the terms of the Inter-District
IGA. A general description of District No. 2’s powers and authorities, the services that it
will provide, and the Improvements that it will acquire or construct in cooperation with
the other Districts and in accordance with the terms of the Inter-District IGA follows.

A. Services and Improvements.

1. Park and Recreation Improvements. District No. 2 shall have the
power and authority to provide for the acquisition, construction, installation, completion,
operation and maintenance of parks and recreation improvements and programs as
authorized by the Special District Act, including without limitation pedestrian plazas,
parks (except City community parks as provided in the Development Agreement), multi-
modal trails and bridges, open space, landscaping, hardscape, signage, entry and
architectural features, a community center, recreational facilities, irrigation, art and
cultural activities, together with all necessary, incidental and appurtenant facilities, land
and easements, and all extensions of and improvements to such facilities within and
without the boundaries of the Districts. All park and recreation improvements will be
designed and constructed in accordance with any applicable specifications of the City.
The Districts will own, operate and maintain certain park and recreation improvements,
and other park and recreation improvements will be transferred to the City, as approved
by the City Manager. The Districts will not operate the community center in a manner
that competes with the City Recreation Center and will cooperate with the Director of
City Parks and Recreation to implement this condition. The Districts may transfer the
park and recreation improvements or delegate the operation and maintenance thereof to a
governmental entity other than the City only with the prior written approval of the City
Manager.

2. Drainage Improvements. District No. 2 shall have the power and
authority to provide for the acquisition, construction, installation, completion, operation
and maintenance of a drainage system in connection with the park and recreation
improvements, as authorized by the Special District Act, including without limitation
stormwater sewer, flood and surface drainage facilities and systems, detention/retention
ponds and associated drainage facilities, together with all necessary, incidental and
appurtenant facilities, land and easements, and all extensions of and improvements to
such facilities within and without the boundaries of the Districts. All drainage
improvements will be designed and constructed in accordance with the standards and
specifications of the City and any other applicable State or federal agencies. Upon
completion and the City’s acceptance, the drainage improvements will be transferred to
the City for ownership, operation and maintenance, except as otherwise determined by
the City Manager. The Districts will own, operate and maintain any drainage
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
